If you think we’ve missed out one that you are really desperate for, please let us know 

as soon as possible – it’s not too late to ‘up’ our order. 

 

Also coming into stock by the end of the month will be 
Humax Original Compost. 60 ltrs. Fine consistency with silver sand  – great for seeds. 

Humax  ‘Normal’  compost. 75 litres – a good all round compost. 

Landscape fabric. 3 .2 metres wide. 

Fine grit – suitable as a final layer when planting seeds. NEW. 

 

We are also taking orders for more scaffolding planks, which we will place at the end 

of October for immediate delivery.  If you need any, they will be around the same 

price as last time  - £3 for a 13’ length.  From recent experience, the majority of the 

planks delivered are this length. 

 

Now in stock – well-rotted horse manure, suitable for immediate spreading.  We still 

have a small stock of soil improver, as well as bags of top soil.
